The engine is an 18hp Vanguard V-Twin gas, not a p  etrol conversion.
This has hardened valves, correct gas timing & com pression ratio. It
will not run on petrol.

An integral Oil Make Up System means that service i ntervals are
extended — saving time and money.

Size 700mm x 700mm x 800mm high. The generator is  positioned inside
the cabin up against an outside wall. Airisdra  wn from outside, in over
the battery, engine and alternator before passing through the vent with
the exhaust gases. If required, an exterior flue  can be provided which is
fitted to the outside of the cabin.

The generator is a completely enclosed cube. Flat panels are bolted to a
frame work which can be easily unbolted to give s uperb access for
maintenance. Importantly, the panel requires no vents, which combined
with quality sound insulation foam makes for a se cure and quiet set. No
vents mean a cheaper and more secure cabin.. The  smooth sides and
slab shape make the set difficult to steal.

The stop start module is placed on a three metre u mbilical for
positioning conveniently inside the cabin.
